week of November, she 

has the flu thatôs going around.  Suzie knew that I 

had missed the Auction because I was away at a 

clergy meeting in Canada that week.  She shared 

her impressions with me.   

 

Suzie expressed great joy about the large number 

of helpers at the event.  Some of the helpers were 

very new to UUCT, like Jeanne Pastor and Lisa 

Lepak.  Members of the new, dynamic Young 

Adult Group made the lunch and served it.  Berna 

Glassman, a new member of our congregation this 

year, also helped.   

 

Suzie apologized at this point in our conversation, 

saying that she couldnôt remember everyone who 

helped.  She wishes to thank everyone who did.  

Pat Busbice helped by giving Suzie a ride to the 

doctor during her post-Auction illness.  Suzie men-

tioned that kindness as being part of the Auctionôs 

big picture. 

 

In some other random memories of the day, Suzie 

remembers Gloria Hollowayôs young granddaugh-

ter Mattie Hayes running around meowing, with a 

stuffed white cat she got for a dollar, and Grant 

Wilson holding a pendant with the peaceful eyes of 

Buddha and a prayer of protection that he has said 

for years.  I have since seen Grant wearing that 

pendant.  

  

 

Other images that remain with Suzie: Afsaneh 

Noori swirling around with a red silk blouse held 

to her. The mother of church members picking out 

a beautifully flowered long dress from Malaysia.  

  

ñI expected chaos,ò Suzie said thoughtfully, ñbut 

know that creation comes out of it.ò 

Then Suzie began to think more deeply about the 

spiritual significance of the Auction for her.  She 

regards the Auction as ña spiritual practice.ò  ñWe 

purchase material things that we love and later let 

them go,ò she said.  Suzie finds joy in matching 

used things with new owners.   

 

ñThis process of acquiring and letting go and then 

seeing someone else enjoy the item is part of the 

Circle of Life,ò Suzie said.  In our conversation, 

we both acknowledged the significance of this im-

age in pagan thought.  Our Unitarian Universalist 

Sources list among the sources, the ñspiritual 

teachings of earth-centered traditions which cele-

brate the sacred circle of life and instruct us to live 

in harmony with the rhythms of nature.ò 

 

Iôm grateful to Suzie not only for her diligence in 

putting the Auction together, but also for sharing 

her own ministerial reflections on the event and 

the preparations for the event as her spiritual prac-

tice.

LEARNING BY HEART

Minutes earlier a man in his late 60ôs had 

been airlifted to the Trauma Center.   He had been walking 

along SR 60 at 3AM when he wandered into the roadway 

and was the victim of a hit and run.  While a surgeon 

sewed up a huge gash on his head, apparently using a very 

effective local anesthetic, the man calmly gave me his 

name, social security number, date of birth, and the names 

of an elderly aunt and uncle in Okeechobee.  So far, so 

good.  Then the conversation veered off in a surprising 

direction   ñIôm on my way to Miami to warn them people 

they need to evacuate,ò he said.  ñWhy is that?ò I asked.  

ñBecause the ninth planet is going to crash into the Gulf 

any day now and itôs going to create a tidal wave that will 

wipe out Florida.ò   He said this as if it were obvious.   

ñOhò was all I could think to say.  He went on to tell me 

how we should all be digging trenches that faced east, cov-

ering them over with timbers of specific dimensions.  It 

felt like God talking to Noah about the ark. 

 

Two weeks later, ñHoward Stantonôsò physical wounds 

had been healed and he was ready to be discharged.  In the 

intervening time, we had been unable to locate the aunt 

and uncle or any remote reference to them.  He had also 

changed their names in a subsequent conversation.  We ran 

his Social Security number only to find that it belonged to 

a deceased person.  A thorough internet search and subse-

quent phone calls yielded no leads.  We ran finger prints 

and could find no arrest record.  He let it slip that heôd 

been in the army between ô58 and ô62, but the VA had no 

such record.  This was a guy who had managed to evade 

any official identity whatsoever.

I got a call from Risk Management, desperately trying to find 

someone whoôd assume responsibility for this patient upon 

discharge.  Together, we poured back through the record and 

had to acknowledge that we were out of options.   ñWhy 

canôt he be Baker Acted?ò  I asked.  Florida law allows 

someone to be held for psychiatric treatment if they demon-

strate intent to harm themselves or someone else.  Appar-

ently the psychiatric evaluation had concluded that his delu-

sional illness ñdidnôt rise to Baker Act standardsò.   While he 

was clearly not competent to take care of himself, he didnôt 

demonstrate intent to hurt himself or anyone else. On the 

contrary, he was on a mission to save the world. 

 

I went up for one last visit and noticed how good Mr. 

Stanton looked.  His physical recovery was downright mi-

raculous.  Mentally, he was alertðan obviously intelligent 

man whose delusions were now even more elaborate.  He 

told me about how he was half Indian and on his way to con-

vene a meeting of the Seminole and Miccosukee tribal elders 

to warn them of the impending disaster.  If he couldnôt save 

everybody, he would at least save his own people.   Inter-

woven were references to Daniel, Revelations and an NPR 

story of ten years ago.    Hours later he was discharged to the 

street with a Ziploc bag full of six different medications.  I 

knew full well that nothing good could come of this. 

 

Earlier this week, at our Chaplain morning report, I learned 

of an unidentified homeless patient, ñJournal Doeò, who had 

been brought in the night before-- found behind a dumpster 

with a massive brain bleed.  The only identity they could find 

were unopened prescription bottles with the name ñHoward 

Stantonò on them. 

 

Seeing him lying in bed on life support, looking years older 

than when Iôd last seen him a few weeks earlier, I couldnôt 

escape the fact that I was complicit in this sad story.  I was at 

ground zero in a system that will intervene to treat some-

oneôs acute physical illness with state-of-the-art care, spend-

ing hundreds of thousands of dollars in the process, but lacks 

the will to intervene with care for the rest of his life. 

 

It could be argued that Howard lived exactly the way he 

wanted, and he wanted to be out saving the world.   But I 

would argue that, despite the clinical terms of the Baker Act, 

Howard is actually a danger to himself and to others he 

might encounter on the highways of life.  In Howardôs case, 

it may now be a moot point.   But judging from what I en-

counter in the hospital, there is still a whole world full of 

mentally ill people out there waiting to be saved.

The UUA Board of Trustees convened in October, and in the re-

port written following the meeting I indicated I would write more 

about Rev. Peter Moralesô thoughts on the ñcriticalò issues facing 

Unitarian Universalism. In the Trustee report available on the Dis-

trict web page I wrote about President Moralesô belief that UUs 

must create a new ministry for a new century. He believes our 

faith needs to be much more than the ñtiny, fringe religion that it 

is todayò and we have not responded effectively for the needs of 

the liberal spiritual community. Another opportunity we must 

focus our energy on is growth. 

 

Growth of our faith is not something that is just organizationally 

desirable. According to Pres. Morales it is a moral and religious 

imperative in a time when our congregations are amidst the spiri-

tually hungry and religiously homeless who need us. Rev. 

Morales believes we have failed to grow because of the misplaced 

attention and energy in media campaigns and costly efforts to start 

large churches. Growing our faith will happen in our existing con-

gregations through quality relationships, quality welcoming, and a 

sense of mission. Congregations have much to learn from each 

other. Congregations that have experienced growth have not done 

so by creating a growth plan but by being passionate about the 

possibilities and seeking excellence in congregational life. These 

congregations realize that growth is not a goal, but is a measure-

ment of health and vitality. 

 

President Morales says there are things we must do. We must cre-

ate and sustain a sense of urgency throughout our faith by 

unleashing the commitment and idealism in our congregations 

who are on both a visionary and practical path. We need to work 

with our fastest growing churches in close partnership. They are 

the folks who know how to grow our faith. We must focus growth 

efforts by ensuring that our UUA staff is an effective partner to 

our congregations. Rev. Morales stated UUA field staff must fo-

cus their efforts on working with congregations committed to 

sharing our faith and serve as capable consultants who assist in 

unleashing the congregationôs potential. Our UUA must reorgan-

ize the way we deliver services to congregations. According to 

Rev. Morales there is broad consensus that we should move to a 

more flexible regional model. New congregations need to be 

started in growing and underserved areas, using new approaches 

that build on the expertise of our leading congregations and use 

the opportunities of modern technology.

The Every Child Is Our Child (ECOC) Program is an UU-UNO 

initiative towards the achievement of the Millennium Develop-

ment Goals (MDGôs) that were established by world leaders in 

2000. The program consists in offering essential resources and 

health care assistance to orphans and vulnerable children to at-

tend primary school in the Manya Krobo district, Ghana. The 

ECOC directly contributes to the Goals of achieving universal 

primary education, promoting gender equality, and combating 

HIV/AIDS. The program does that through sending children to 

school to gain a primary education. Additionally, the ECOC 

gives priority to girls, in order to help promote gender equality. 

Finally, the program contributes to the fight against AIDS, since 

the children are taught about HIV/AIDS prevention in school 

starting in grade 2. 

The ECOC program engages Unitarian Universalists in consider-

ing our responsibilities to these Goals, in the spirit of the UU 

Principles. ECOC provides real life opportunities to practice UU 

spiritual principles. By providing education to a threatening gen-

eration, we further affirm and promote the worth and dignity of 

every person while working towards the goal of a world commu-

nity with peace, liberty and justice for all. 

Go to the link for more information on the Millennium Develop-

ment Goals http://www.un.org/millenniumgoals/education.shtml 

Thanks to our UU Congregations, we were able to greatly expand 

the Every Child is Our Child Program. From helping 20 children 

in our first year, we are now giving the opportunity to 160 HIV/

AIDS orphans in Ghana to go to school. Almost all the children 

have lost one or both parents to AIDS. A few of the childrenôs 

parents were so poor they could not provide costs for schooling. 

These children are classified as vulnerable. Additionally, the pro-

gram goes beyond giving the support to the childrenôs education; 

we also aim to offer better health conditions to both vulnerable 

orphans and their families. Students are provided with a hot meal 

and nutritious food to bring home to their family members and 

they are also enrolled in the Manya Krobo District Mutual Health 

Plan.
