Happy New Year!  Happy 2010.  

Itôs a very promising year for our 

church.  While we are thinking 

about and continuing to plan for 

our exciting new building and 

strengthening our committees 

and programs, could we also take a little time this 

month think about our identity as members of the Uni-

tarian Universalist Association?   

We use the democratic process in decision making at 

UUCT.  How is this democratic process used at the 

level of the Unitarian Universalist Association?  For 

example, if the process is democratic, does that mean 

our congregation has a voice in the UUAôs decision-

making process on social justice issues?  Yes, thatôs 

exactly what it means. 

The Fifth Principle of Unitarian Universalism affirms 

and promotes the right of conscience and the use of the 

democratic process.  In keeping with this, the way in 

which our denomination arrives at consensus on vari-

ous social issues is by a democratically agreed upon 

process called the Social Witness process. 

To understand the Social Witness process, and to have 

a vote in this process, be sure to attend the Workshop 

following the service on January 3rd.  As a volunteer 

from our Board of Trustees, Bill Blymiller will facili-

tate the Workshop and the vote.  Thanks, Bill! 

Now, you may wonder why we are not going to engage 

in the expected first-Sunday-in-January kind of sermon 

and service on January 3rd.  Why isnôt the minister talk-

ing about our personal resolutions, yours and mine, 

losing 10 or more pounds and vowing to clean out that 

back closet (two of my perennial resolutions)?  

Question:  What is the significance of dedicating a full 

January Sunday service and Workshop to the UUAôs 

Social Witness issues and Process? 

Answer:  A February 1st deadline.  While the pounds 

have a whole year to come off (thinking positively 

here), and the closet can wait awhile longer, our vote 

on the Social Witness items that have UUA deadlines 

cannot wait. 

Hereôs a preview of what Iôll be talking more about in 

the sermon and what Bill will be leading us in voting 

and commenting on at the Workshop on January 3rd: 

We need to decide whether to admit a revised Draft 

Statement of Conscience (SOC) on Peacemaking to 

the Final General Assembly Agenda for 2010, and 

also decide which Proposed Congregational Study/

Action Issues (CSAI) for 2010-2014 will be admit-

ted to the Final General Assembly Agenda for 

2010. 

Clarification:  An SOC has bubbled its way up in the 

process from when it was proposed by an individual 

congregation to the top, where it is about to be voted 

on by all the delegates to the 2010 General Assembly. 

A CSAI is a newer proposal that has a long way to go 

before becoming an SOC.  For example, at the Work-

shop, Bill will probably invite your comments on the 

proposed CSAI on Ethical Eating, comments that will 

then be forwarded to the UUA.

As I write, it is December 18, 2009, and plans for the 

Christmas Eve service and visions of Martha Robin-

sonôs hot fudge sundaes dance in my head.

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Update on Capital Campaign  

Weôve raised $324, 417 in campaign gifts and pledges to-

ward our original goal of $500,000 for our new multi-

purpose building.

Chaired by Fran Davin, the 

committee is evaluating options and cost estimates that will 

be brought to the congregation in early 2010. Congrega-

tional votes will be required to approve the construction 

and financing plans, and to move forward with construc-

tion. Committee members will provide regular updates of 

progress.

After the usual hectic holidays it is time to breathe a sigh of 

ñnewnessò and hope your congregation will experience a blessed 

and productive 2010. This will be the second column devoted to 

the thoughts and words of Rev. Peter Morales, UUA President as 

expressed at the October Board of Trustees (BOT) meeting. Rev. 

Morales believes Unitarian Universalism should be far more than 

ñthe tiny, fringe religion it is todayò. Last month I wrote about 

growth and what must be done to accomplish this imperative. 

 

Rev. Morales is passionate about social action and public witness 

efforts. He knows we have always been a faith who believes that 

true spirituality is fruitful in our acts of compassion and action to 

combat oppression and injustice. Although our prideful history 

indicates our leadership in the struggle against slavery, rights for 

women, and the civil rights movement today, we need to confront 

the great moral issues of our time: racism, human rights, immigra-

tion, economic justice, and preservation of life on our planet. In 

addition it is imperative that the forces of ignorance and fear that 

give rise to ñmilitarism, nativism, and fundamentalismò be faced 

and resisted. Rev. Morales knows the foundation of ñpublic expo-

sureò built by Rev. Bill Sinkford is a foundation on which we 

must build. 

 

Rev. Morales stated we must be relentless, passionate, and articu-

late as spokespeople for our religious values. This will include 

leading efforts to help our congregations be moral beacons in our 

communities. Congregants know what the pressing issues are in 

their communities. Therefore, there will be a reorganization of 

staff services to increase our UUAôs ñeffectiveness in harnessing 

the compassion and commitment already present in our congrega-

tionsò. Our UUA will commit to the Green Sanctuary program, 

whose ñadministration it has just undertaken, and in other initia-

tives to be developed in consultation and cooperation with UU 

Ministry for Earthò. 

 

In order to create many more opportunities to put our faith into 

action Rev. Moralesô administration will build on our UUAôs his-

toric continuing opportunity for partnership with the UU Service 

Committee. This new partnership has already responded together 

to the Gulf Coast disasters, in Asia, and during the genocide in 

Darfur. Rev. Morales believes there is much more we can do to-

gether.
