As I write, the Olympics in 

China are drawing to a close.  

The American gymnast 

Shawn Johnson just won a 

gold medal for the vault 

exercise.  Her Chinese coach 

hugged her, and Bob Costas 

once again remarked on the 

fact of Shawn's American Chinese coach at the  

Beijing Olympics.  In the gymnastics exercises, the 

coaches are particularly obvious because the 

cameras are able to come in close and show the 

coach/athlete relationship as it happens.  This set 

me to thinking about two coaches I've always 

admired: Hobie Billingsly, the famed swimming 

coach at Indiana University, Bloomington;  and my 

all time favorite coach, Phil Jackson, now of the 

L.A. Lakers, the son of ministers.  Jackson became 

a Buddhist and teaches his players Zen 

meditation.   

Back on August 17, the Tampa Tribune published a 

story about the football coach at the University of 

Florida, Urban Meyer.  The story said that Coach 

Meyer majored in psychology in college, and 

continues to read a lot about motivational 

techniques.  The story said that Coach Meyer 

particularly likes a new book by Alan Deutschman 

called "Change or Die." What a title!  The story in 

the Trib and the title of the book ("Change or 

Die") make me want to investigate the book further 

and make it a central focus in a future sermon.   

At this moment, however, the Olympic coaches are 

in the news, and the University of Florida's focus on 

football coaching makes me think of mentoring, a 

cousin of coaching, and this question: 

At UUCT, how can we best make our new 

members and friends feel integrated into our 

growing numbers and at home in our 

church?  Here's an idea:  What if each new 

member were to have a mentor for a few months, if 

they request it? We'd make it optional, of course. It 

wouldn't take much work to formalize a plan and 

ask for volunteers.  It shouldn't cost anyone 

significant time or dollars, and yet the rewards 

would be that new folks would continue to feel 

welcome.

Wonder where the Migrant Basket 
contents go?

The food that we collect at UUCT is being delivered 
to the San Jose Mission-Farm Worker Housing & 
Services in Dover, FL. The San Jose Mission is 
part of the Catholic Charities Diocese of St. 
Petersburg, Inc. and includes a planned residential 
community and education/social services campus 
for low-income farm worker families.   The Mission 
also currently hosts a community partnership of 
health, education, and social service agencies that 
provide a day care center for 90 children (operated 
by Redlands Christian Migrant Association); an 
adult education and literacy program (provided by 
Hillsborough County Schools); a parish nurse 
(provided by St. Josephôs/Baptist Hospital); and a 
food/clothing pantry (operated by the St. Vincent de 
Paul Society).   
 
Each social services/educational agency has 
specific eligibility requirements.  Most programs 
target low-income families or individuals.  Only low 
income families involved in agriculture or 
aquaculture industries are eligible for the housing 
component.  Child care is limited to migrant farm 
workers.

Work continues on the RE building and the Capital 

Campaign that will raise the funds to construct it. 

More folks are coming onboard; excitement is 

building as the sense that we are finally doing 

something about our space begins to permeate our 

community’s consciousness.  

 

The Architect Selection committee concluded their 

task, and recommended the board hire Hoffman 

Architects, P.A. of Tarpon Springs. The board 

accepted their recommendation after hearing the 

committee describe the very deliberate and 

systematic process taken in selection. Hoffman has 

worked with church projects of all sizes, including 

the UU church in Tarpon Springs. Hoffman 

associate Erin Ellis will be our project 

manager.  Erin has a Master’s degree in 

architecture from USF and is 

completing LEED professional 

accreditation. Erin can help us 

achieve our value of ―building 

as green as we can afford.‖  

 

As our contract is being negotiated with the 

architectural firm, the Building Design committee is 

commencing. That committee acts as our 

representative with the architect; we are the client, 

and this committee is our liaison with the architect. 

How does the committee know what we want?  

They are using our ―architectural program 

statement‖ as a guide to our intent with this 

building.  That statement was approved by the 

congregation at our last congregational meeting, 

and you can review it anytime by going to the 

UUCT web site (www.uutampa.org), then clicking 

on the ―Campaign‖ link.   

 

Will we have opportunities to review and comment 

on the building plan? Absolutely!  We will be asked 

to review initial and then the final plans. The 

process we are following is designed to provide us 

with opportunities to provide input on the building.  

 

There’s yet another way you can hear what is 

happening with the building and the capital 

campaign: that is to come to the last Sunday of the 

month ―Conversation with the Board‖ after the 

service. Members of the building committee and 

capital campaign committee will be available to 

answer questions and discuss where things stand 

with the building.

Welcome back!  This is going to be another 
great year at UUCT full of learning,                          
laughter and love!  How great it is to be a 
Unitarian Universalist and a member of UUCT 
during this exciting  time! We are getting 
geared up for our Capital Campaign, which 
will help fund a brand spanking new RE 
building!  Our program focus this year is on 
nurturing a Unitarian Universalist iden tity in 
our children and youth.  Our curriculum for 
children 6 and older, Spirit of Adventure , is 
designed to do this in a new and exciting way, 
with lessons developed for active learners. 
Often our RE classes are structured around 
arts and crafts and disc ussion; Spirit of 
Adventure  does away with the normal arts 
and crafts projects and emphasizes game 
play, activity, movement, and hands on 
exploration. The children and youth will build 
a Unitarian Universalist identity through units 
on sports, medicine, fo od, science, building, 
and exploration.

Hopefully your congregational 

year is off to a good start. 

Certainly it was not an 

uneventful summer for all of us, 

in different ways. May all of us 

be blessed with a good and safe church year. I was 

browsing through past columns to make certain the 

topic this month is not one I wrote about in the past 

and believe it was not. However the subject of anti-

oppression most certainly has been touched upon in 

the past. The JUUST Change Consultancy helps 

congregations work with a developmental process 

supporting the anti-oppression work already being 

done, and helping them identify their next steps. 

JUUST Change helps build on strengths, and with 

encouragement to expand a congregation’s capacity 

to engage further in the work of justice. JUUST 

Change consultants help identify internal leaders 

and facilitate group processes in developing vision 

and mission, dialogue, problem-solving, team 

development, developing capacities for building 

partnerships in the larger community, and goal-

setting/action planning. 

 

The resources of JUUST Change include a broad 

range of experiences, grounded in 

institutional/power analysis of racism, 

heterosexism/homophobia, ableism, gender 

oppression, and classism; the intersection of 

oppressions; and wisdom about congregational 

change/transformation. 

 

JUUST Change is a resource that is tailored to fit, 

and is able to meet congregations where they are 

and move forward and honors and supports the anti-

oppression work congregations and districts are 

already doing. It was created because the UUA is 

committed to creative partnerships with 

congregations as our Association pursues living in a 

beloved community. Our faith is best manifested 

when we know ourselves to be vibrant, spirited, 
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anti-oppressive, pluralistic communities. We are at 

our best through relationships that allow deep and 

honest sharing with one another about what matters 

most to us, including justice and stranding strong 

against oppression.  

 

Congregations accepted into the consultancy must 

commit to five days of consulting, one or two days 

on site. The cost to the congregation is scaled 

according to size and Annual Program Fund (APF) 

standing. There are two JUUST Change deadlines 

every year: May 15
th

 for consultancies beginning in 

September of the same calendar year, and October 

15
th

 for consultancies that begin January of the 

following calendar year. If there are questions or 

you wish to initiate a consultancy contact Rev.

Wheel-A-Thon for Freedom 
Playground....where kids are free to 
be.

Freedom playground is located in Macfarlane 
Park in West Tampa.  Itôs a wonderful place 
designed for people of all ages and abilities to 
play together and have fun.  It opened last 
winter and is enjoyed by folks from the 
neighborhood and throughout Tampa Bay. 
 
Stephanie Busansky has a young daughter 
who was born with cerebral palsy.  When 
Stephanie realized that there was no 
playground where her wheel chair-bound 
daughter could play, she decided to create 
one.  Tampa's former Mayor, Dick Greco, 
donated space in Macfarlane Park, which is 

centrally located in Tampa.  Stephanie raised 
funds and met with playground architects.  Her 
vision became a reality when Freedom 
Playground opened last winter. 
 
This community inclusive playground is always 
full of children of all ages.  There is a large, 
sand box with digging toys and a big waist-high 

sand dish. Wheel chairs can be 
placed under the dish to allow kids 
to play in the sand while sitting in 
their chairs.    There are chimes 
and drums.  Kids can play in a 
pirate ship under brightly colored 

sun shades.  Swings have large 
chair seats with belts which 

allow children who cannot sit 
upright to swing.  All ramps are wide and have 
hand rails.   
 
There is only one problem with Freedom 
Playground.   It is almost impossible to 
convince a child that itôs time to go home.   
 
Our Religious Education Committee voted to 
support the Freedom Playground Wheel-A-
Thon this year.  The Wheel-A-Thon will be held 
on Saturday, September 20, at Macfarlane 
Park.  We encourage our families to participate 
by recruiting teams, inviting sponsors to help 
raise money to support the playground, and 
marching or wheeling in the parade on the 20th 
of September.   
 
Our church has a wheel chair and a member 
will donate her chair just for the day.  Prior to 
the parade, we will invite our children to 
decorate the wheel chairs.  On the day of the 
parade, children can propel or push the 
decorated chairs.  After the parade, there will 
be a free lunch for participants and fun events 
for the entire family.
